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The Tutela service requires the installation of a number of hardware items
at the customer’s facility. These consist of monitoring sensors, data
gathering panels and a remote communications panel to provide the
necessary remote communication link to the Tutela service centre.

A range of highly accurate and fully NPL/NIST traceable sensors and
transducers are installed in the customer’s fixtures depending on the
specific sensing application.

A wide range of hardwired and/or wireless sensing options can be
supplied and installed which includes:

_Temperature

_Relative Humidity

_Flow

_Pressure

_Differential pressure
_C02,02,LN2

_Particle counts

_4-20ma Instrumentation

_Volt free alarm/status contacts
_Energy consumption

Local data gathering panels regularly read each sensor and locally
store values in non volatile memory. This ensures that record data
will not be lost should there be a temporary interruption in the remote
communications link.

Each data gathering panel has a local LCD display which
will show sensor values, alarm set points and alarm status.

A volt free contact is included for optional connection to a
local alarm sounder and/or auto-dialler unit.

The remote communications panel provides the

essential link between the local sensing hardware and

the Tutela service centre. There are a number of remote
communication options depending on customer preference.

These are:

A. Tutela's world wide private cellular wireless
communication network.

B. World wide web utilising a dedicated DSL/ADSL
broad band communication link installed at the
customer’s facility.

C. World wide web utilising the customers’ existing
Ethernet based intra network and internet access point.
